Love East Suffolk incentivised litter pick scheme
Terms and conditions

All of the terms and conditions below only apply to groups carrying out events during the Incentive Award Period 1st March to 31st May 2019 inclusive. In order to be eligible for the awards, groups must agree to the following terms and conditions.
1. The activity must take place within the area of Suffolk Coastal District Council and / or Waveney District Council.

2. All applicant groups must submit a photo of their event and permit use of the photo for publicity purposes. 

3. All registered activities are eligible for an award of £20, on condition of receipt of a photo taken of the event that is made available for publicity purposes and on safe return of any equipment loaned within 7 days of the event.
4. Where a single group registers more than one activity during the Incentive Award Period, only one payment of £20 will be made per nominated beneficiary.
5. All awards will be made in the form a cheque made payable to a beneficiary being a recognised charity or community group chosen by that team of volunteers at the time of registration.
6. Awards will not be paid to private individuals or businesses.

7. One entry from each registered group will be placed into the £200 top prize draw and the winner for each neighbourhood area will be randomly drawn by an independent witness. 
8. The neighbourhood areas, from each of which one group will win the top prize of £200, comprise the same wards and parishes as the existing Safer Neighbourhood Team areas.
9. The winners will be notified within seven days of the prize draw.

10. The results of the draw will be announced on the Council’s website, via a press release, and in the next issue of Coastline / In Touch magazine.

11. Groups to whom the £200 prizes are awarded agree to provide information on how it is spent, for publicity purposes. 

12. All cash awards are subject to the safe return of all equipment loaned to the group (that is, litter pick sticks, bag hoops and / or high visibility vests).

Definitions used above:

Group: named group actually carrying out an eligible activity
Eligible activity: community event held at a specific date and place by any group in accordance with terms and conditions

Beneficiary: charity/community group etc nominated by a group to receive award arising from any eligible activity
